Invitation To Bid
On Connecticut 2010 and 2011 Championships

Each year USA Track & Field Connecticut (USATF/CT) conducts a road grand prix for teams from state clubs.  The series consists of approximately six races of varying distances which have been designated championships.  USATF/CT administers team competition in seven age/gender divisions at each of these championships.

USATF/CT will accept bids from now until October 31, 2009 from road races desiring to be one of the grand prix Connecticut championships in 2010 and 2011.
Races designated championships will be listed, highlighted and promoted on www.usatf.org, www.usatf-ct.org, several running website calendars, on many CT club websites and in CT club newsletters.

Individuals from across the state will enter these races to run for their teams, competing for place, prize money and point standings.

Race sponsors gain statewide, rather than simply local exposure.

The championship designation sharply differentiates the race from competing events and adds inherent prestige.

A prize purse of $1,000 for each year is provided by each race and supplemented by USATF/CT.  These funds are completely disbursed to the teams by USATF/CT.  (Selected races are to pay a $250 deposit by December 31, 2009, $1000 at or before the race in 2010 and $750 at or before the race in 2011.)
Races must be sanctioned by USATF, but the Connecticut portion of the sanction fee is waived.

The course used by the race must be USATF certified.

Bids with alternative financial proposals will be considered.

At a mid November 2009 meeting, USATF/CT will review submitted bids and select from them those races to be designated championships.  Selection will be based on the bid, scheduling among other races in the series, course length and race reputation.
