USATF wants us to buy more medals (1800.00) USATF-CT has not approved purchasing the medals as this time. This affects the JO meet.

· Membership 1285 as of 4/05/24 - last year 4/11/23 we had 1445.
Question was asked about what appeared to be a surge of new members, and the feeling was that it was likely auto-renewal and the start of racing season. A much larger percentage of our members are on auto-renewal than in the past.
      Standing Committees
Officials- An email went out looking for officials for state meet, starters are in especially high demand. There was a suggestion to hold a starter clinical to increase participation.

Sanctions – Approximately 80 sanctions approved and paid for at this time, starting to approach pre-pandemic levels

Website – Sent another email to national officials. Peter can no longer send e-blasts using the USATF platform

Open/Masters LDR- 2 road championships have been run, the WPLR 5k and the Middletown 10k, results available, Next race is Spring Street Mile

Racewalk –Thanks to Yvonne for opening up Bethel for training, as this helped athletes be successful at the Masters Indoor Championship

The possibility of an exhibition or event at an invitational meet to introduce it to the CT School system was discussed. 

Safe Sport- There will be an upcoming audit. There are concerns about how the system is functioning and whether reported concerns can actually be processed. The impression is there is a lack of the needed infrastructure to make Safe Sport work.

Youth Track and Field – no report, national office wants the date of the JO meet (June 15th)

The location of the meet will either be Danbury or Bethel. The discussion was generally that we need do more picking somewhere and less talking about picking somewhere.

Masters/Open Track and Field- June 2nd at Bethel, remaining questions -registration, events, order of events, should age groups be 5 or 10, the entry fees, and medals
