Racewalk 
Looking to set up some clinics during the summer, working on finding dates when the facilities are available. Also considering adding a racewalk clinic at an existing track event and perhaps attracting people who are already participating in other events.

There was also additional discussion later in the meeting about generating more interest.

Youth Track and Field
The National Office and the Youth Committee are continuing to hold separate meetings that largely cover the same topics, leading to a lot of dysfunctions. An example was that the Youth Association tried to get medals instead of ribbons and the National Office interfered with that.

They announced a new level one coaching program with 4 modules, and the first two modules are online and self-paced. The other modules will be in person at a limited number of locations, or you can do the 3rd module online as well. There will also be a final exam. The certification will then last for 4 years. The overall cost is now higher than it was before the change.
