· It is expected that this will be a challenging discussion. Bob is going to try and reconstruct a sense of annual income from past records, and we will use it as a resource to construct a budget at the October meeting (10/9/2019).

· Membership has progressively grown. JO Cross Country could boost numbers, Grand Prix, and other youth programs help
· Standing Committees
Officials 
· USATF-CT and Track and Field Officials are not considered an “Official” Official by CIAC. They would like to see a higher conversion ratio of people they refer to us, however Yvonne believes that holding 3x Officials trainings per year. This completes all the officials correctly in batches, and would lower administrative burden and concentrates resources on ensuring everyone properly completes their training. Yvonne has proposed Bethel’s soon-to-be-complete facility for 2x sites, and 1x in Wesleyan.
· Annual Official Meeting will be Dec. 1st, 2019 
· CT will hold New England’s Cross Country and Outdoor Track – XC does not require USATF officials, but Outdoor track will. CIAC is going to hold all outdoor meets in New Britain to keep everything equal in terms of facilities. They are proposing fixing LJ and PV inconsistencies, which requires board approval. 
· Yvonne proposes that we purchase 2x laser tape measures for Javelin and Discus to speed the event measuring.

· We are at ~100 sanctioned races so far this year. The anticipated total for the year is 120 races. Credit Card sanctions expedite the process, and Alan and Bob’s interactions have sped the process along.
